Please know that it is your child’s responsibility to remember this folder and their homework 

on Friday. I have a policy/rule in our classroom – “No Folder / No Homework / No Backpack 

= No Recess”.

1. Left-Hand Side  for Homework or other paperwork that needs to be returned 

 

2. Right-Hand Side  for papers that need to stay home 

 

3. MUSD District Calendar  For your convenience of important days in the district. 

 

4.     Reading Log  The reading log in the folder is your student choice to complete; however, I highly encourage you to read to your 

child and for your child or to read a story to you, a sister, brother, grandparents, etc. each night. Awards are given in class when 

students have read 1000 minutes and this accomplishment will be posted in our classroom.  

 

5.  100 Ideas for Writing  Optional Daily Practice writing using the topics listed. *HIGHLY ENCOURAGED!!! 

 

6.    Often Used Prefixes, Letter / Sound References for decoding when reading, Fry List of 300 Words, Math Symbol Reference, 

Fraction Reference, Roman Numeral Reference, and World, US, and Arizona Reference Maps.
